	Learning Experiences:

Learning experience1 - Nature Walk
Learning experience 2 - Make an anchor chart of all the things we saw on our nature walk that we get from the land.Help students connect how land influences language, culture and one's identity. 
Learning experience 3 - Reading The Lorax- Dr Suess. Read The Lorax in parts,making three separate anchor charts- From the land, cause and consequence anchor chart and a Make it better chart. 
Learning experience 4 - Gratitude Journal- Allow students to write and/or draw small things they are thankful for.
Learning experience 5- I am the Lorax sheet. 
Students will be going on nature walks, and keep a gratitude journal. They will be able to make connections to self and community and the world. They will be given a chance to get involved with local actions. 




	Content:
Prior knowledge-
Ask the students what are the things they get from the land they live on. Most will be able to think of various resources we use, but help the children to make connections with festivals, culture (food and lifestyle) and identity based on where we live, or the land we use.
Activate Knowledge-
Show Google Earth and discuss - the earth is our home. 
How we need to take care of the Earth, introduce sustainable ideas used in the book.

Accessibility- Simple activities with limited writing and reading. Doodles will allow all students to share their ideas.
