Activity
* For this activity you will need to record information.  Make your own chart to fill out as you walk. 
3) Go outside. In your yard, for a walk, or a hike. As you walk, observe nature around you. 
4) Find examples of as many biotic and abiotic factors as you can. Categorize them in whichever sphere they belong in. 
5) Give detail or explanation where you can. Instead of writing “plant” – do you know what kind it is? If not, describe it, ex. Plant with arrow shaped leaves and yellow flowers (biotic).
6) Try to find at least 3 entries for each sphere. 
7) Transfer your data onto the chart for submission, and answer the questions.
