Task:
You will complete an inquiry-based project on a GLOBAL GOAL of your choice. Your focus will be overall, how global goals impact humans? When choosing a global goal, be sure to pick something you are interested in learning about – that way the project will be more impactful.

Project:
Your project has two parts. The first part will involve choosing a global goal that you are interested in learning more about. 
Research:
You need to find information from Reputable Websites, books, videos, interviews, newspapers, etc… Keep a working bibliography as you go through your research. You will then use the information you gathered and processed to answer your “Essential Question.”


Essential Question:
-  Requires you to make a judgement, formulate your own (educated) opinions,  
   develop a plan of action or make a decision.
- Will tie into real world problems/issues/events and must be meaningful, relevant and interesting
- Have no right or wrong answers, but can be answered

Prompts:
- Who/what has had the biggest impact…
- What plan could be developed to…
- What should be done to…
- What is the best way…
- How to compare…
